Subject teams use these principles when 
planning sequences of lessons and we want students to understand the 
purpose of what they are doing in lessons, so there is a student version of 
these principles that will be displayed in every classroom.

How Does This Look Within a 
Lesson?
Based upon these principles, what we would expect to see within each 
lesson is: 

Longer Lesson Time
Currently we have a five period day, with each lesson being 60 minutes long. Lessons 
can sometimes be pushed for time to include all these aspects and 
to allow for deeper learning and time for students to immerse 
themselves in a subject.

That is why from September 2022 we are changing the structure 
of the school day so that most lessons are taught in 100 minutes 
lessons.

How Will We Make this Work with 
Longer Lesson Length and Student 
Attention Spans?
(This is one of the challenges and 100 minutes is a long time to spend in one lesson.)

We’ve been planning for this since February and the answer is ‘Teacher Planning’.

Our focus in all lessons will be on:

b Ensuring that in each lesson there is a range of different activities, chunked up into 
different sections within the lesson

b Ensuring students understand the purpose of what they are doing and that they see 
the relevance in what they are learning

b Making sure that there are opportunities for students to be actively learning with 
more:
