On the Day:

Check what you need to bring in for each exam.

Equipment: Black Pens only and at least one spare, a scientific calculator, a 30cm ruler, a rubber and sharp pencils etc. Tippex is not allowed. Check the timetable with
your subject teacher.

No watches of any kind can be worn during an exam.

No bags/coats etc. are to be brought into the Sports Hall prior to your exams (these must be left in your locker). If bags/coats are left outside the Exam Room we cannot
be held responsible for any loss.

No packets or instructions for calculators (if instructions are printed on the lid you will need to cover with a plain piece of paper before the exam).
No food can be taken into the Exam Room, only small clear bottles of water (with any labels removed) are allowed and must be kept on the floor under your desk.
